Tips for Preventing Property Crimes:

Remove all valuables/equipment from vehicles. Don’t leave valuables/gear visible.

Close all windows and lock doors every time you get out of your vehicle or leave your home.

Do not park near shrubs/fences that could provide concealment for criminals.

Keep driveway and yard lit up all night.

Be observant. Notify local police (Columbus Police Department/911) of suspicious activity (loitering vehicles/individuals).

Use an alarm/surveillance system or at least the perception of a dog or alarm system (#1/#2 deterrents to criminals).

Join or create a Community Watch Program.
